|. The Proof of the Resurrection

John 11:25

A. The Testimony of Prophecy

lll. The Power of His
Resurrection

A. Power Over Death

Christ had already proved He had power over death:
A little girl, a widow’s son, a beloved friend.

If He succeeded in rising from the dead it would
mean hope and salvation for multitudes of lost
sinners. Therefore, not just death, but all the powers
of darkness marshaled by Satan himself, were
arrayed against any effort to rise again.

But these pathetic attempts to hold the Eternal,
omnipotent Son of God in the grave were pathetic at
best. They were helpless to keep the Almighty in the
grave. HE ROSE FROM THE DEAD!
